Please do not have family members and friends sitting with your school as it obstructs the view for the 

pupils behind them.  There will be designated seating for “FAMILY AND FRIENDS” where available. Our 

celebrations have large numbers of schools attending, so please contact the Education Department in 

advance to check available capacity if you expect significant numbers of guests wanting to join you.  

BANNER AND STAND Each school Group to please bring its banner and stand.  Banner to be left at the back 

of the venue on arrival.  Stand to be placed at the front of the church.  Please read the separate Banners 

and Stands instructions (on our website) carefully.
